“Raw Material Sourcing Policy

Effective November 5, 2009

Stimson Lumber Company has made a commitment to the environment and to sustainable harvesting practices of our forests (as stated in Stimson’s Inland Forest Principals annex 1).  The company shall have a goal to purchase all raw materials from well managed forests.  The company will take steps to ensure that all raw materials processed in the facilities it owns and operates have been harvested from well managed forests.  This will be accomplished through the purchasing practices of the company.  

Raw material shall not be purchased from the following sources:

A) Illegally harvested wood;

B) Wood harvested in violation of traditional and civil rights;

C) Wood harvested in forests where high conservation values are threatened by management activities;

D) Wood harvested in forests being converted to plantations or non- forest use;

E) Wood from forests in which genetically modified tress are planted.


Stimson Lumber Company shall take steps to verify the origin of all raw materials utilized in the production of it’s products in order to satisfy the purchase goals.  Each supplier of material shall be evaluated against the above criteria and classified as to risk that they might violate this policy.  All suppliers rated at higher than “low risk” shall be investigated and may be dropped as a vendor to the company.  Stimson Lumber Company shall maintain records documenting supplier activity and evaluation.


All employees shall be bound by this policy and shall conduct themselves in accordance with all aspects as stated herein.
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
